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STOP, LOOK, LISTEN
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What’s this all about?
In short it’s about priesthood.  Is it something 
that you’ve ever considered?? “The harvest is 
rich but the labourers are few, so ask the 
Lord of the harvest to send labourers to his 
harvest” (Matthew 9:37). Here at St. John’s 
Seminary we are passionate about the Good News of 
Jesus Christ.  A message of enduring hope for 
our world. “I have come so that they may have 
life and have it to the full” (John 10:10).

Now we’re sure you already know that as a Christian 
you have a vocation that comes from your baptism, 
and that you have been graced by the Holy Spirit 
with your own unique way of living our common 
Christian calling.

How do I go about exploring more deeply?
Exploring your vocation, or discernment, is all about finding out where 
the Spirit is leading you, and the plans that God has for your life.  “When 
you look for me, you will find me.  Yes, when you seek me with 
all your heart, you will find me says the Lord” (Jeremiah 29:11-
13).  It involves stepping out on a journey of discovery safe in the 
knowledge that you are in God’s hands. “Before I formed you in the womb 
I knew you!” (Jeremiah 5)  says the Lord!  So here’s a few ideas, based 
around stopping, looking and listening.

So, the first step is to find some space in the busyness 
of your daily routine.  Quiet space where you are not likely to be distracted.  A 
space to be alone with the Lord, “who would always go off 
to some place where he could be alone and pray.”
