Then 
Pilate saw that he was making no impression, that in fact a riot was 
imminent. So he took some water and washed his hands in front of 
the crowd… After having Jesus scourged he handed him over to be 
crucified.

‘Abba, Father!’ he said, ‘For you everything is possible. Take this cup away from 
me. But let it be as you, not I, would have it. 
 
He came back and found them sleeping, and he said to Peter, ‘Simon are you 
asleep? Had you not the strength to stay awake one hour?’

Leader ‘We had seen how our own people were suffering because of illness 
and that drove us to do something.
