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Bishop Declan writes......

Meeting the Risen Lord in the Liturgy of the Church is at
the very heart of our Faith as Catholics. Our Diocesan
Guidelines “Called to be a People of Hope” remind us
that “Liturgy is the source and the summit of the life of
the Church”.

Since the Second Vatican Council the Church has
emphasised good liturgical formation for both clergy
and laity.
